From the moment I walked out of that abortion mill in New York City, I was a broken person, hurting 
emotionally, filled with remorse and self-hate for what I had just done.  

I am writing this article to call you back home to God. All people are guilty of sin against God. 

That includes you. That includes me, and I can tell you something about how the sin of abortion will destroy your 
life – and also about how God can restore your life. At the age of 16 I was not a churchgoer, not a Christian, not even 

religious, and not aware that I should care about God or that He had any kind of interest in me. What a prime candidate to 

fall victim to lies and deception. My 18-year-old boyfriend and I foolishly decided to have an abortion to hide the fact that 
I was pregnant.  Immaturely, I also did not want my parents to know that I was sexually active, and I wanted to keep up 

what I perceived as my “good girl” image.  Typical of many governments and politicians who prefer to support population 

control and make abortion businesses rich, rather than protect minors or respect the rights of parents of minors, the law 

did not require parents to give consent or even be informed when their minor child seeks an abortion. Therefore, in 
between my junior and senior year of high school, I was unfortunately able to arrange for and pay for an abortion without 

telling the adults who raised me. 

From the moment I walked out of that abortion mill in New York City, I was a broken person, hurting emotionally, filled 
with remorse and self-hate for what I had just done. Any sense of hope, any dreams of what I aspired to do or be in life, 

died in me when the abortionist killed my unborn child. I had been 9-10 weeks pregnant and did not know at the time that 

my unborn son or daughter’s heart had already started beating; body, toes, feet, face legs, torso, already formed and 

developing. I also did not know at the time that an abortion on this age baby requires the abortionist to rip the baby apart 
before extracting the baby’s body parts from my womb, and then the abortionist or nurse would have to piece the torn 

baby together on a tray, to make sure no pieces were left inside the uterus (causes infection). This type of murderous child 

abuse and child sacrifice tragically was and still is “legal” in the United States. But is not morally or Biblically right. 

The abortion was the willful taking of the life of my unborn child and this bad plan ruined my young life, which continued 

to spiral    downward as I continued to make more damaging decisions throughout my young adulthood, because nothing 

mattered anymore.  Depression, despair, hopelessness, self-destruction worsened as I realized the abortionist cut my child, 
my heritage, my gift, from me. Then, a few short years later, I started going to a Christian church where I heard about 

God, about the saving Gospel of Jesus Christ. That church taught us that God is personally interested in each of us, and it 

is our responsibility to read and understand the Bible for ourselves. I learned that God was willing to restore me, to 

forgive me, and that His good plans for me would replace what was evil in my life. 

Do you ever wish you could undo your sins and the damage they have caused? Even if you do not acknowledge or 

recognize your own  regret or remorse, some of the decisions and bad plans you’ve made in life have burdened your soul 

and sent shockwaves of hurt over the lives of others. Abortion is this kind of damaging decision. 

If you have had an intentional pregnancy termination, committed an abortion, played a role in someone else’s abortion, or 

failed to  intervene when a planned abortion was revealed to you, God knows it and He is not pleased with the shedding of   

innocent blood. Do you recognize your failure to fulfill God’s good purpose? Do you hunger to be forgiven and freed, so 
you can receive new life and new purpose? You cannot replace the lives that have been lost. Yet, your life and your soul 

are lost, and you are captive (enslaved) to sin and Hell, until you come humbly and sorrowfully to God and accept the new 

life He offers you through His Son Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. You can receive new life in Christ and have a life of 

hope and a personal mission to fulfill God’s good plan for you. 

You are very valuable to God, our Creator. He made you, fashioned you, skillfully, lovingly, and with great purpose. With 

this comes the comfort that God has a good plan for your life.  However, what happens if you choose to reject or ignore 

God’s great plan and love for you? Think about it: If God has a good plan for your life, what happens when you, yourself, 
make decisions and take actions that work against, even interfere with, God’s good plan for you? 

“I know the plans I have for you, declares the LORD. They are plans for peace and not disaster, plans to give you a  

future filled with hope. Then you will call to Me. You will come and pray to Me, and I will hear you. When you 

look for Me, you will find Me.” -- Jeremiah 29:11-13a, Holy Bible, Old Testament*
